ORDER APPROVING PETITION FOR PAYMENT FROM THE COURT REGISTRY 

 On July 30, 2014, D.C. Chartered Health Plan, Inc., acting through its Rehabilitator, 

Special Deputy to the Rehabilitator and their attorneys (“Chartered”), filed a Petition for 

Payment From the Court Registry.  The Petition asked the Court to enter an order approving the 

withdrawal of $2,072,770.27 that were deposited into the Court’s Registry on July 1, 2014.
