Title I Program Evaluation 
At the beginning of the 2012-​‐2013 school year, Ideal Academy Public Charter School developed and implemented a plan to use Title I funds based on student and community needs. Data and information were analyzed at the annual Leadership Retreat in June of 2012 and served as the basis for the Title I plan.  Throughout the year student data was collected, and the effectiveness of programmatic changes was reviewed.  Collective school leadership review of this data occurred during the annual Leadership Retreat June 19 – 21, 2013. 

Ideal Academy Public Charter School implemented its Extended Day  Title I program in 2012-​‐2013 to increase student achievement. Ideal Academy Public Charter School saw improvements in the elementary and middle school student proficiency from the Extended Day Program. Ideal Academy Public Charter School’s DC-​‐CAS scores continue to improve and Ideal Academy Public Charter School is seeing student growth and movement towards proficiency.  The flexible grouping allows for students to be placed into groups based on their performance on benchmark assessments. The students may be moved among groups based on their needs and data collected from the assessments. Ideal Academy Public Charter School tracked student progress and found that students made proficiency gains throughout the year. The Title I funds allow Ideal Academy Public Charter School to pay for the additional staffing hours associated with the extended school day, and also to provide the extra staffing to create the small student groups (approximately 10 students per class). Title I funds also support the supplemental Instructional materials and assessments used throughout the year to evaluate teacher instruction and student proficiency. Ideal Academy Public Charter School will continue the Extended Day for the 2013-​‐2014 school.

Another major area of supplemental student support was the support received from the reading and mathematics resource teachers.  Data from the resource teachers shows that the intervention has been an important factor in student growth in reading and mathematics.  We have continued to retain for the resource teachers for SY2013-2014  after-​‐school tutoring program in the elementary school. 

Title I funds used for the purchase of the Discovery Benchmark Assessments have helped Ideal Academy Public Charter School to monitor both instruction and student progress over the school year.
