School Data Exchange and Kid Talk equip educators
with key student-level information, and opportunities
to connect with one another to better serve rising
ninth graders. In 2015, Raise DC, in partnership with
the Office of the State Superintendent of Education
(OSSE) and various school-based partners, formed
the 9th Grade Counts Network (9GCN), to strengthen
student transitions from middle to high school.
