Dear Parent or Guardian:

1)  A Bachelor’s degree; and
2)  A full state license that has not been waived on a temporary basis; and

3)  Elementary teachers: 

a) Pass an Elementary content test; or
b) Veteran teachers may achieve Highly Qualified status via a High Objective Uniform State Standard Evaluation (HOUSSE) process.

    

Secondary teachers: 

a) Pass the appropriate content area test; or 

b) Have a major or its equivalent in the content area; or
c) Have an advanced degree in the content area; or
d) Have National Board Certification in the content area; or
e) Veteran teachers may achieve Highly Qualified status via a HOUSSE process.

As of the date of this letter, your child’s teacher (Mr./Ms._____) is not considered “highly qualified.”   Please be assured that this does not mean this teacher is not qualified or effective in providing your child with a quality education given his/her professional experience and efforts to meet highly qualified requirements.
