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Education Licensure Commission (ELC)

Qualifications for Instructors*

The administration and faculty of an institution should be assigned to individuals whose academic or experiential qualifications are related to the programs of study.

The ELC is not bound by the criteria listed below and may look at any other indicators to determine faculty and instructor qualifications.

All instructors in ELC approved institutions must have at least one of the following:

1.  A Baccalaureate or Masters Degree in the intended field of instruction (a copy of the degree or transcript must accompany the application).

2. Two or more years of work experience in the intended field of instruction (resume and letters from former employers describing the nature of the instructors former duties must accompany the application).

3. Two or more years of teaching experience in the intended field of instruction (resume and letters from former employers that verify employment as a teacher. Documents are not required if the employment was at the current facility in a field closely related to the intended field of instruction).

4.  A Journeyman’s license relevant to the intended field of instruction (a copy of license must accompany the application).

5. Demonstrated competency in the intended field of instruction (documentation of competency must accompany such as a copy of a widely accepted license or certificate like CDL, MCSE or Train the Trainer certificates).

6. A District of Columbia issued professional license/certification/registration representing the field of instruction (a copy of the document must be included with the application).

7. A District of Columbia issued certification as an educator/instructor in the intended field of instruction (a copy of the certificate must accompany the application). 
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
